At most NWTA events, the number of com-
batants on the field is very low when com-
pared to the numbers engaged in actual bat-
tles during the American Revolution (see ta-
ble in Packet IV, p 6).  This makes it diffi-
cult, though not impossible, to re-create a 
specific battle.  However, there are several 
things we can do to put on a cohesive, con-
vincing battlefield scenario despite our rela-
tively small numbers. 
 
First, the standard formation for infantry dur-
ing the 18th century was three ranks at close 
order.  This was primarily to prevent the cav-
alry from breaking through and causing 
havoc in the rear of formations.  Richard 
Lambert, Earl of Cavan (c 1722-1778), notes 
that the regiments should form in three ranks, 
with the tallest soldiers in the front rank, the 
next tallest in the rear rank, and the shortest 
in the middle rank, so that an unobstructed 
field of fire is achieved when the front rank 
is kneeling.  On the other hand, Friedrich 
Wilhelm, Baron von Steuben (1730-1794) 
suggests that there be just two ranks, with the 
shortest soldiers in the front rank and the tall-
est in the rear.  Despite the British tradition 
of using three-rank formations, just before 
the battle for Long Island, General Howe or-
dered that “The infantry of the Army without 
exception is ordered upon all occasions to 
form two Deep with the file at 18 inches in-
terval, until further orders.” (Howe, August 
1, 1776).  This order was repeated now and 
again, but never recinded. 
 

Forming as a single rank allows us to cover 
more of the field during our battle demon-
strations, but there is no historical prece-
dence that we have found for armies forming 
for battle in just one rank during the Ameri-
can Revolution.  Forming at open order (18” 
or arm’s length) helps to resolve this issue, as 
it increases the front of a two-rank formation 
by about 30%.  Two ranks at open order is a 
historically correct formation, and open order 
was nothing new, as Humphrey Bland (1683-
1763) had recommended open-order forma-
tions in his 1743 manual as well (pp 11-17).  
It is more difficult to face and wheel at open 
order, but Bland specifically directs that, be-
fore wheeling, companies close, dress, 
wheel, and then open their order and dress 
again.  At first this may seem a bit tedious or 
even cumbersome, but doing this it would 
increase the activity on the battlefield and 
would look great from the audience’s per-
spective! 
 
Also, during the 18th century, both the Baron 
von Steuben and the Earl of Cavan addressed 
the problem of under-strength regiments.  
Steuben breaks his regiments down into bat-
talions, made up of divisions, each of which 
was comprised of two platoons.  Cavan uses 
the terms regiment and battalion inter

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changeably, however, he uses grand divi-
sions to replace companies, and divisions to 
replace platoons.  Cavan does not specify the 
number of soldiers fronting a line in his pro-
posed division, but he does suggest that there 
should be 10 divisions (of equal size), each 
one commanded by a serjeant (page 118).  
Steuben, on the other hand, states that each 
platoon should front ten soldiers (page 8 [160 
files in regiment of 8 companies, 2 platoons 
in each company]).  Platoons comprised of a 
ten-soldier front makes for an impressive yet 
easily-managed “company” for our battle 
scenarios, and, depending upon the numbers 
present, several of these platoons would be 
combined into a larger force. 
 
Because few NWTA units can put 20 men 
(two ranks with a ten-man front) into the 
field, this type of formation might give a 
“mixed bag” look to the line.  However, it 
was very common during the period for 
guards, patrols and foraging parties to be 
comprised of a mixed force of men drawn 
from a variety of regiments (see Washing-
ton’s Writings [Fitzpatrick], various British 
orderly books).  These guards, patrols and 
foraging parties were often comprised of 
about the numbers that the NWTA generally 
fields at an average event.  Unfortunately, 
details on how these smaller bodies of men 
maneuvered and fired in battle are virtually 
non-existent, but we can state with almost 
complete certainty that, when they came un-
der fire, these mixed bodies of troops would 
have acted together as a cohesive unit. 
 
Based upon what we have presented so far, it 
seems that a good way to conduct our battle 
demonstrations would be for each side to di-
vide the troops present into two, two-rank 

divisions each commanded by one officer 
and one sergeant with one set of Colours 
placed between the two divisions.  In using 
this formation, there would probably be a 
few excess sergeants and officers for our 
NTWA tacticals, but the excess sergeants 
could fall in with soldiers, with the excess 
officers being used as support (message run-
ners, file closers, safety officers, etc.). 
Each of our battle demonstrations has a pre-
determined outcome, with each side winning 
two and losing two “battles” over the course 
of a typical weekend event.  This being the 
case, the role of the field commanders is less 
that of a tactician and more like that of the 
director of a play.  The field commanders are 
responsible for the overall content and flow 
of the tactical, and the opposing field com-
manders should be selected by the host unit 
well in advance of the event so that they can 
work together to plan an appropriate tactical 
demonstration.  The NWTA has many ser-
geants and officers who are capable of com-
manding in the field, and the field command-
ers should select the ones they are comfort-
able working with to help execute the various 
maneuvers and firings as he directs. 
 
At some of our events, we also have demon-
strations of the Manual Exercise on the 
schedule.  Some units do drill, while others 
do not.  If we adopt the ideas presented here, 
each force would be expected to function as 
one cohesive unit on the battlefield. To use 
our theatrical analogy above, not doing this 
is like having a bunch of actors not rehears-
ing together in preparation for a play!  It 
would really help our tactical presentation if 
all of the units would drill together as a sin-
gle unit.  Perhaps time could be set aside in 
every event schedule for demonstrating the 
manual exercise—the Continentals could 
perform one day and the British the next.   
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The public loves watching the 
manual exercise performed, and 
they can learn just as much from 
our screw-ups and flubbed com-
mands (and the appropriate correc-
tion of same) as they can from 
watching a crack drill team – pos-
sibly even more! 
  
Finally, spectators come to NWTA 
events to learn, but more impor-
tantly, to see an exciting show.  
We owe it to them, and our spon-
sors, to put on the best show that 
we possibly can at each and every 
event.  We can do this with scenar-
ios and activities throughout the 
day, culminating in a well-
executed tactical demonstration. 
We can only accomplish this 
through adequate pre-planning and 
regular practice.
